Artemy Znamensky
Prize-winner at Russian and International competitions

Artemy Znamensky was born in St. Petersburg in a family of musicians. He began to
study the piano at the age of five. He entered the Special Music School of the St
Petersburg State Rimsky-Korsakov Conservatoire (class of the St Petersburg State
Philharmonic University). At the age of five he entered the Special Specialized
Middle School of Music of the St Petersburg Conservatory named after Rimsky-



Korsakov (class of K. Kunitsina). At the age of 12 he took a great interest in playing
the percussion instruments and began studying under the teacher T. A.
Cheryomukhina. During his studies he was awarded the special prize at the
Gartovsky competition (2006) and won the Grand Prix at an international competition
and festival in Finland (2007). In 2008 he became a laureate of the Russian national
competition named after Y. Bolshiyanov.

From the age of 15 he has participated in concerts of the Philharmonic Orchestra of
the St. Petersburg Philharmonic Society and other orchestras. Repeatedly performed
as a soloist with the orchestra of the Naval Academy. In 2009 after successfully
finishing school he entered the St Petersburg Conservatory.

Continuing to develop his skills at the piano (class of .M. Taymanov) in 2011
Artemy became a prize-winner at the 2nd All-Russian Piano Forum Piano
Competition in Kazan (1st prize). In the same year he won the XVI Togliatti
International Competition of Musicians Performing on Wind and Percussion
Instruments (1st prize).

In 2014 he graduated with honors from the St. Petersburg Conservatory (class of
Associate Professor V. V. Znamensky), then completed an assistant internship (class
of Professor A. A. Mikhailov).

In 2018 he won first prize at the Second International Drumming Competition
"Drumtime" in the "Marimba" category.

He has worked in the orchestras of the St. Petersburg State Symphony Orchestra and
the St. Petersburg Philharmonic Orchestra. He has collaborated with such conductors
as Yu. Temirkanov, A. Dmitriev, G. Rozhdestvensky, M. Jurowski, V. Sinaisky, Y.
Simonov, M. Jansons, Ch. Dutoit and others. Since 2016 he is an artist of the
Honored Collective of Russia.

Since 2019 Artemy Znamensky has been teaching at the St. Petersburg State Rimsky-
Korsakov Conservatory. N.A. Rimsky-Korsakov. Class of marimba and orchestral
percussion parts. He is actively engaged in orchestral, teaching and solo creative
activities.
